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‘Today, many wildlife researchers are worried about lions because the population of lions has
continued to decrease. According to a website, once about 75,000 lions lived in the African
continent. Now, only about 40,000 lions are there and fewer than 2,000 lions are in Kenya. Why
is the population of lions so small now? For one thing, development destroyed their environment.
As a result, . 7

Nairobi National Park Q spots in Kenya. It is near downtown and many tourists
visit the park. Lions usually look for food and water in the park. ( A ) there are fences

between the park and downtown, parts of the park are open to the villages. Some lions found the

‘part to get out of the park.  They started hunting outside the park and they could easily get animals

as food.

When some lions enter a village from the park to hunt for farmers’ animals, the farmers force
the lions out, and sometimes need to kill them. This kind of problem is called human-wildlife
conflict. The farmers’ leaders and wildlife researchers in Kenya think that it is important to stop
the conflict between humans and lions. Many people in Kenya hope to solve this problem, too.
Therefore, the farmers are looking for ways to live without the conflict.

One young boy in a small village near Nairobi National Park decided to solve the conflict
when his family’s animals were attacked by lions. He made a simple machine with recycled
electronic devices found in his village. The lights on the machine started flashing at night.
When the lions saw the flashing lights, they ran away. In this way, he protected his family’s
animals from the lions and kept the village safe. Also, he protected the lions. His idea was so
successful that it soon spread to his neighbors, and to other villages around Nairobi. - The
government praised him for his simple and nice idea.

The idea may not be perfect because the situation for lions is not impro\zed enough. HoWever,
it shows a way to solve the problem. To live together in peace,iit is important for us to get more
interested in lions and know a lot about them. .
